Cover the Buckle is a new CD of Irish set dances, designed for dance students and dance teachers, as well as 

tune lovers and tune listeners. 

An Irish ñset danceò is both a tune and a dance ð a musical composition, and a specific set of solo steps 

designed to match. This CD features well-known set dance tunes, like "The Garden of Daisies," 

"The Blackbird," "St. Patrick's Day" and more, plus a few unusual selections, bringing a fresh, imaginative 

approach to this recording of traditional Irish dance music. 

With sublime playing from fiddle player Seán Clohessy and accordion player Sean McComiskey, and creative 

accompaniment from Josh Dukes and Matt Mulqueen, the tunes on Cover the Buckle are lively and energizing, 

played at dance-friendly tempos for traditional-style dancing. Each set dance starts with a short intro and 

includes full AABB parts (for right and left foot repeats of both the step and set). Produced by Boston-based 

Irish dance performer and teacher, Kieran Jordan, the CD also includes Jordanôs original choreography 

and the sound of her percussive steps on a few tracks as well. 

The term ñcover the buckleò shows up in many historical descriptions of Irish dance, alluding to the name of a 

tune, the name of a dance, the name of a movement or step, and the overall display of step dancing 

itself. The buckle in question refers to the shiny silver buckles which adorned the shoes of the 18th and 19th 

century itinerant dance masters.

Music on the recording by Brendan Tonra (fiddle), Helen Kisiel (piano), and Kieran Jordan (step dance), and 

the children's choir from St. Margaretôs Regional School, Buzzards Bay, Massachusetts 

Irish fiddle player Brendan Tonra, born in 1935, grew up in Ireland in the rural village of Gowlaun, County 

Mayo, and emigrated to Boston in 1959. A renowned composer who wrote tunes throughout his lifetime, he 

published a music book of 88 original Irish dance tunes, including the set dance ñThree Ducks and a Goose.ò In 

November 2012 ð in collaboration with his close friend Helen Kisiel ð he released a new childrenôs book and 

CD called Three Ducks and a Goose: An Irish Tale and Tune. It would be his last publication before his death 

in 2014. 

Tonra's story recalls a simple childhood memory ð coming in from the rain and watching from the window as 

the ducks and geese splashed around the family farmyard. The book Three Ducks and a Goose includes 

wonderful illustrations by Kendra DôAngora, as well as the music notation to the tune, and an audio CD that 

features singing by the childrenôs choir of St. Margaretôs Regional School, of Buzzards Bay, Massachusetts, and 

the playing of Brendan Tonra (fiddle), Helen Kisiel (piano), and Kieran Jordan (step dance). 

At Helenôs invitation, Kieran choreographed a new ñold styleò set dance to ñThree Ducks and a Goose,ò using 

her feet sonically and visually to accompany both the melody and the story of Tonraôs imaginative tune. The 

video here of Brendan, Helen, and Kieran was an informal recording made in Helenôs Boston-area home. 

Three Ducks and a Goose is a favorite among young readers and a great choice for anyone who wants to sing, 

dance, or play along with this delightful original tune.
